3. Encouraging the members of each association to exhibit or participate in the telecommunications exhibitions or seminars organized or sponsored by the other association on mutually acceptable terms;
4. Stimulating consultations and discussions by and between the members of the two associations with regard to possible cooperative activities; and
5. Pursuing such other cooperative activities as may be considered necessary and appropriate by both associations.
6. On a case by case basis and through mutual agreement, jointly lobby rthe government of India or the United States of America or other countries as may be agreed upon in furtherance of common interests of the two associations.
